It is definitely the time to reflect over the year as we approach the end of
semester 1. The atmosphere in school this December has definitely captured
the desire for more "memorable moments" and despite the cold outside, still
no snow, my walk through the school corridors is a joyful one especially with
all the efforts that have gone into the trees and decorations from individual
classes. If anything is guaranteed to brighten up a school in the dark and cold
December days it is the the Christmas Jumper day and Friday was no
exception. A huge thanks to all the shoe box donations for local care homes
supporting vulnerable children and families in Botanica. I am extremely
proud of the continual way the Heritage community develops and demonstrates its commitment to social
responsibility and its active citizenship. Two timeless values that need to be more prominent in these
times.

Student voice and student leadership has been one of the standout highlights for me this semester,
especially the very inclusive model developed by Mrs. Cristina and the councils. I am extremely proud
of their work as I was of the three Heritage debate teams from Grades 9, 10 and 11, who with the support
of Mrs. Liliana, Mr. Chris and Mrs. Rose put a marker down in the first ever COBIS-DebateMate virtual
debating competition held over last weekend.

As Mrs. Liliana told staff
in the weekly Monday briefing, we were not the eventual winners but we won 7 rounds of debating against
very tough and experienced global schools who, unlike our teams, were not doing this for the first
time. Andreea Ghimpu was singled out by the organisers for her outstanding speaking and debating
skills. A great accolade for a great student. A true professional debater even when the director crashed
the door open by accident when she was speaking in one of her rounds. These crucial skills such as
communication, team work, critical thinking, are all recognised by global organisations such as the WEF
and Mckinsey, as the skills that young people need to develop for education, careers and social mobility.
It is also about debating in a safe space and an arena of respectful dialogue, something our children
could teach a lot of adults.

We also celebrated the UN's Human Rights Day this week and it was a central theme of the assemblies
and for class discussion. Students are very aware that the rights we have shouldn't be taken for granted
and the journey humanity has been on to ensure these rights are universal and enshrined in our societies
through international and national laws so they are not just grand statements in a document. With the
news about the new variant in the latest twist of the pandemic I was beginning to feel some pessimism
creep in for 2022 but after seeing the students of Heritage this week I know we can continue the great
year we have had in education into the new one come 1st of January.

IMPORTANT UPDATE: according to the Decision of the Extraordinary Public Health Commission of
Chisinau N2 63 from 08.10.2021, in case of a class quarantine for 14 days, the return to classes with
a physical presence can be resumed after the 7th day from the date of confirmation of the positive case
for those pupils who present a negative test result for the SARS-CoV-2 virus, performed in the last 24
hours. Negatively tested pupils may end the quarantine period after 7 days if in this period no
symptoms of COVID-19 have been reported. For pupils who end the quarantine period after 7 days
based on a negative test, daily monitoring of symptoms is mandatory until the 14th day.

If your child has any symptoms of acute viral respiratory disease, including temperature higher than
37.0°C, parents should not send the child to school and ask for a medical assistant.

For children who have been tested positive with Covid-19 and in case of any disease, for return to
school it is mandatory to present the medical certificate with the 3 stamps, as a confirmation that the
child can attend groups of children.
