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Director’s weekly notes- “The view from Dacia Boulevard” 
 
The mid Spring sunshine this week has been a welcome balm for our souls 
this week and the view from Dacia Boulevard has been a simple one of a 
school community learning, playing and enjoying childhood and education 
in these difficult times.  The fragility and reality was shockingly brought 
home from the scenes being revealed over last weekend from Ukraine and 
on Monday we lowered our flags as a school to mark Moldova's national 
day of mourning for the innocent victims of the war as President Sandu 
declared this special day to remember and mourn the senseless loss. Where 
we focus as a school is on our international values and connecting 
classrooms, cultures, celebrating diversities, differences and getting our 
young people into constant dialogue. Our World is a beautiful place and we 
need not to lose sight of this fact.  
 
This is where our hope lies in these times. I was very hopeful seeing our Grade 9s work with The Royal 
Latin School in the UK this week as well as the primary eTwinning clubs working with schools across 
Europe. It's also been brilliant to see our colleagues at the BISU in Kyiv continue online and I am looking 
forward to catching up with our Black Sea Schools' colleagues next week at our regular leaders network 
meetings. On Wednesday, in the Spring sunshine, myself, Mrs. Inga and Mrs. Rose were the guests of 
the Rector of UTM (Technical University of Moldova) Professor Viorel Bostan. Professor Bostan kindly 
showed us the incredible work, research and projects at UTM as we discussed ways in which we could 
collaborate more especially developing opportunities for our STEM subjects and giving our students 
more access and opportunities at this outstanding European Higher Education technical institute.   
 
This weekend we have our Heritage Open House and I want to welcome the new families we have received 
these past weeks into the Heritage community. Current Heritage families need to confirm their intentions 
as soon as possible for the next academic year especially because of the demand on school places.  With 
the Easter break scheduled for 23rd April-2nd May, the school campus will be effectively closed for the 
break.  I think all my colleagues are ready for the rest and time with their families.  I know the students 
are too and a lot of grades are very focused on checkpoints, exams and portfolios right now.  I am proud 
of the way they are working and thank you, as ever, for the support from home.  Unfortunately, because 
of the uncertainty around building supplies, the Lyceum construction is postponed until later this year 
but we are hoping to able to use additional classrooms from our colleagues next door at the university 
for our new grade 12s. We are Heritage, and to paraphrase NASA, there is always a solution where 
education is concerned.  

 
Because of the pandemic, (and yes, we are still having our masks in closed areas of 
school, as we continue to follow international standards to keep our community 
safe in our daily operations) we have had such limited opportunities for parents 
this year to physically be in school.

- Child Aid; Esther House, Moldova. Esther House, Moldova is a day centre for children aged 5-15 
who are at risk. They are from poor families, often left with relatives or neighbours as parents work 
abroad, or are in single parent families or from families where there is alcohol abuse and violence. The 
Centre is open five days a week and children arrive after school from 1pm onwards. It is also open during 
school holidays. It supports 70 children - with 20-25 attending each

Since the annexation of Crimea and the separatist’s war in the southern 
regions of Donetsk and Luhansk, the tragic invasion of Ukraine has shocked the world. Lives which were 
already difficult have become more precarious. There is a constant flow of refugees and more are 
becoming homeless, there will be more orphans, there will be more suffering, there will be more 
hardships. ChildAid's partners in Ukraine and Moldova are, where it is safe and practical, already doing 
what they can to help and will be doing much more. Our centres are being used as bomb shelters or 
refugee homes.

Now, however, 
Save the Children Iasi has run out of resources. 10 bus journeys organised from Ukraine to Iași, 
Bucharest and Timișoara have cost them 15,000 euros.

Due to Covid restrictions this academic year our school follows the rules according to the "A 
safe return to physical school strategy and matrix 2021-2022": 
https://www.heritage.md/en/school/coronavirus-updates  
  
IMPORTANT UPDATE: according to the Decision of the Extraordinary Public Health 
Commission of Chisinau from 03.02.2022, in case of a class quarantine for 10 days, the return 
to classes with a physical presence can be resumed after the 5th day from the date of 
confirmation of the positive case for those pupils who present a negative test result for the 
SARS-CoV-2 virus, performed in the last 24 hours. Negatively tested pupils may end the 
quarantine period after 5 days if in this period no symptoms of COVID-19 have been reported. 
For pupils who end the quarantine period after 5 days based on a negative test, daily monitoring 
of symptoms is mandatory until the 10th day. Vaccinated students or the students who have 
had COVD within the last 90 days should not quarantine. 
  
If your child has any symptoms of acute viral respiratory disease, including temperature higher 
than 37.0°C, parents should not send the child to school and ask for a medical assistance. 
For children who have been tested 
positive with Covid-19 and in case of any 
disease, for return to school it is 
mandatory to present the medical 
certificate with the 3 stamps, as a 
confirmation that the child can attend 
groups of children.

School Exit Pass: 
 
We have a new exit format for leaving the school premises before 4 o'clock provide even more 
security for your child. Children will be allowed to leave school only if your permission is 



 

 

 

confirmed by phone or text message/email to the homeroom teacher or directly to the reception. 
At the moment children receive a temporary Exit Pass that allows them to leave school. In order 
to have better functioning it is very important to use a permanent Exit Pass. In this case we ask 
parents to complete the attached form with the time they allow our students to leave the school, 
and present it to the homeroom teacher or leave it at the reception.
