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Director’s weekly notes- “The view from Dacia Boulevard” 
The view from Dacia Boulevard this week was one of definitely winter is 
here and snow is on the way.  The students all came in, as happy as ever, 
and left in the same spirits, even the secondary students undertaking mocks 
and checkpoint tests.  They really don't notice if it is summer or winter, 
especially as we are still able to go outside and use the outdoor space. The 
transformation of classrooms and the corridors to celebrate the winter and 
the festivals of December are certainly making sure we finish this 
long semester 1 and 2021, on a good note.  Our annual Christmas/New 
year card competition was launched this week by Mrs. Elena so I know for 
sure we are coming to the end of this half of the academic year.  We have 
one class returning from quarantine next week and if ever we needed a 
reminder that the Covid era continues, a new variant hitting the headlines 

tells us what the narrative of 2022 will be and why we need to continue keeping safe measures at home 
and in school, for the sake of ourselves, each other and our families.  I would remind all families using 
the administrative corridor at the end of the school day to wear a mask properly and not to try and exit 
the school through the primary corridor.  I was a bit surprised this week to see one or two doing this and 
it really cannot happen.  We have had these measures in place long enough and they apply to everyone 
visiting the administrative corridor. We all play our part here.  
 
Our social and civic responsibility will also extend again to our support of vulnerable children in local 
care homes in the Botanica area and news of how to support this initiative will be sent via the home 
room teachers.  My assembly theme this week was around the values of "Integrity" and "Kindness", and 
the Action for Happiness calendar for December as ever, has a number of great daily suggestions for 
this.  The smallest acts of kindness make all the difference, especially linked to how we individually act 
and think to those around us and our community.  Even in frustrating times, our dialogue is respectul, 
positive and constructive. We had an incredible dialogue on Wednesday for the 4th Founders' Lecture 
with the larger than life, Dr Howard Williamson, professor of European social policy in Wales.  Again, 
the strength of the 3rd series of lectures is the national education community of Moldova from our state 
school partners, being involved, making the most of these shared opportunities.  Educators are actually 
in the arena and a real, local grassroots educational initiative that is having sustainable impact and not 
just some short term glossy PR that educators and schools of this country get short changed with. It was 
our longest lecture, nearly double the time, one of our most eclectic, one of our most fascinating and 
thought provoking and to finish off, he played "Danny Boy" on the harmonica.  I hope Dr O'Connell at 
home was impressed with the choice of a celtic classic.  
 
I had the great honour of being part of the Varkey Foundation team 
who spoke and contributed to the 13th UNESCO's Policy Dialogue 
in Rwanda and online this week.  Being part of the Teacher 
Taskforce group is a real privilege, especially working with 
incredible global school leaders. I made the same point about the 
grassroots and sustainable impact in my talk when asked to reflect 
on the pandemic as a global school leader.  There is hope, there is 
always hope, but we are very much in a Covid era and false dawns 
are not very helpful to education communities operating in the most 
challenging circumstances for decades.  I told the conference it was 
a complete honour to be an educator and work in the team here, 
leading Heritage, serving the school communities and being part of what we have in Moldova. It doesn't 



 

 

matter if it is winter or summer, we will make sure we have certainty in 
uncertain times and children leave the school day knowing that one counted 
and ready for the next one.

Our guest speaker was 
Dr Howard Williamson, a social policy professor from the University of South Wales, who received the 
titles of Commander of the Order of the British Empire (2002) and Commander of the Victorian Order 
(2016) for his lifelong youth work of excellence . Howard did research at the University of Oxford, has 
worked extensively with governments in the UK, Slovenia, Hungary, Romania and ,recently, Moldova to 
write youth policies and he still works with youth organisations in many countries, being also a co-
president at the Council of Wales Voluntary Youth Organisations. Howard had an informal conversation 
with students present, both from Heritage and from other schools across the country, as we invited 
several schools to be our guests and to offer them an unforgettable experience.

Due to Covid restrictions this academic year our school follows the rules according to the "A safe 
return to physical school strategy and matrix 2021-
2022": https://www.heritage.md/en/school/coronavirus-updates  
 
IMPORTANT UPDATE: according to the Decision of the Extraordinary Public Health Commission of 
Chisinau № 63 from 08.10.2021, in case of a class quarantine for 14 days, the return to classes with 
a physical presence can be resumed after the 7th day from the date of confirmation of the positive case 
for those pupils who present a negative test result for the SARS-CoV-2 virus, performed in the last 24 
hours. Negatively tested pupils may end the quarantine period after 7 days if in this period no 
symptoms of COVID-19 have been reported. For pupils who end the quarantine period after 7 days 
based on a negative test, daily monitoring of symptoms is mandatory until the 14th day. 
 
If your child has any symptoms of acute viral respiratory disease, including temperature higher than 
37.0°C, parents should not send the child to school and ask for a medical assistant. 
For children who have been tested positive with Covid-19 and in case of any disease, for return to 
school it is mandatory to present the medical certificate with the 3 stamps, as a confirmation that the 
child can attend groups of children.
