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Director’s weekly notes- “The view from Dacia Boulevard” 
Spring is definitely here but it still is a very cold one as most students 
reminded me on the gate every morning this week, very much dressed 
in winter clothes.  But there are plenty of signs of change and hope as 
we finish week 25 and we can see the end of the academic year on the 
horizon.  There are still many things to do, not least getting national 
and Cambridge classes through their examinations, and as you will see 
in this week's IHH, (we didn't publish one last week because of the 
shorter week), school is a hive of learning and activity.  
 
I had the humbling privilege of listening to and talking to my COBIS 
colleague, David Cole, principal of BISU in Kyiv, as we met online as 
COBIS school leaders in Europe to discuss the war on Ukraine and the 
impact on students, staff and the community.  David and his school 
gives us a very strong example of the power of our global values and the enduring power of education, 
particularly in these times.  My prayers and hopes for this younger generation that we are teaching now 
is for a World where manipulation, mis-information, fear and zero sum outlooks are something that 
happened only in the early 2020s. The words of poet Amanda Gorman resonate with me when I think 
about our young people now and our role as a school and as families. I shared with the COBIS group our 
own experience at Heritage and in Moldova now. We can be proud of  Moldova for showing its humanity 
and compassion in how our government, NGOs and civic society are responding to supporting refugees 
arriving in our country daily as victims of this terrible war.  We all want peace and for the war to stop. 
 
Our outward facing international school and students were the keynote speakers, along with our 
colleagues in NASA, at the British Council's schools' conference in London last Saturday.  It doesn't get 
much better than this and our UK colleagues as well those in Lebanon, Egypt, India, were very impressed 
with the ambition of our curriculum and the opportunities in our school for our students. I made a similar 
point last Friday as a guest speaker and panelist for school leaders in India and SE Asia as I spoke about 
our model as an international school at Heritage. Our innovation continues as we launch and host the 
first ever global Spelling Bee tournament for COBIS schools this Spring.  We had the privilege of our 7th 
Founders' Lecture on Wednesday, Mrs. Violeta Agrici, Director of the MFA and former ambassador to 
Spain, spoke to our students and schools around Moldova.  Mrs. Agrici gave a very insightful talk about 
representing Moldova in the World and what we stand for as a country making this very important in 
response to a question "We cannot change our geography".  
 

We are all pleased to see the national news regarding the lifting of some 
pandemic restrictions.  As I emailed the community this week, I am waiting 
to see what the steer is from the city directory of education (at the time of 
writing) on the 18th March, as the city legally has the delegated powers for 
Chisinau, private and state schools, for safety pandemic measures.  We have 
here a very clear moral and legal duty to ensure our school community stays 
safe and as soon as we have the anticipated order from the city, we will 
update our operational matrix for the pandemic and share with everyone. 
To anticipate and manage expectations here, a little on campus access for 
parents/visitors; our campus access arrangements will remain the same 
from a safeguarding and operational effectiveness point of view.  We have a 
much larger school population now and the arrangements we have over 

access keep our students & staff safe. This is not about the pandemic, it is about a safe school. Staff and 



 

 

 

students have made this very clear to me to keep this as it is and that the days of people wandering 
around the campus randomly are long gone. I agree wholeheartedly with them.  
 
Happy St Patrick's Day on the 17th March and I will sign off with the wonderful quote from Irish poet 
Seamus Heaney, spoken at President Biden's inauguration last year.

- Child Aid; Esther House, Moldova. Esther House, Moldova is a day centre for children aged 5-15 
who are at risk. They are from poor families, often left with relatives or neighbours as parents work 
abroad, or are in single parent families or from families where there is alcohol abuse and violence. The 
Centre is open five days a week and children arrive after school from 1pm onwards. It is also open 
during school holidays. It supports 70 children - with 20-25 attending each

- Supporting Conflict Victims. Since the annexation of Crimea and the separatist’s war in the 
southern regions of Donetsk and Luhansk, the tragic invasion of Ukraine has shocked the world. Lives 
which were already difficult have become more precarious. There is a constant flow of refugees and 
more are becoming homeless, there will be more orphans, there will be more suffering, there will be 
more hardships. ChildAid's partners in Ukraine and Moldova are, where it is safe and practical, 
already doing what they can to help and will be doing much more.

Due to Covid restrictions this academic year our school follows the rules according to the "A safe 
return to physical school strategy and matrix 2021-2022": 
https://www.heritage.md/en/school/coronavirus-updates  
  
IMPORTANT UPDATE: according to the Decision of the Extraordinary Public Health Commission of 
Chisinau from 03.02.2022, in case of a class quarantine for 10 days, the return to classes with a 
physical presence can be resumed after the 5th day from the date of confirmation of the positive case 
for those pupils who present a negative test result for the SARS-CoV-2 virus, performed in the last 24 
hours. Negatively tested pupils may end the quarantine period after 5 days if in this period no 
symptoms of COVID-19 have been reported. For pupils who end the quarantine period after 5 days 
based on a negative test, daily monitoring of symptoms is mandatory until the 10th day. Vaccinated 
students or the students who have had COVD within the last 90 days should not quarantine. 
  
If your child has any symptoms of acute viral respiratory disease, including temperature higher than 
37.0°C, parents should not send the child to school and ask for a medical assistant. 
For children who have been tested positive 
with Covid-19 and in case of any disease, 
for return to school it is mandatory to 
present the medical certificate with the 3 
stamps, as a confirmation that the child 
can attend groups of children.
