“Education doesn't just make us smarter. It makes us whole.” — Dr. Jill Biden 
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Director’s weekly notes- “The view from Dacia Boulevard” 
 
The first full week back is over and it definitely feels we are 
completely returned to school now. The students certainly 
seem to be back into the swing of things this week and it 
remains the highlight of the day to watch them come running 
and smiling through the gates in a morning to start a new 
school day.  We are very conscious of the increase in traffic on 
Dacia Boulevard, and the general increase in Chisinau 
overall, and we are talking to the city authorities on possible 
solutions to make getting to the school site easier from the 
queues that have to U-turn at the lights near Zimbru stadium.  The school buses commence on Monday 
and I know the student councils want to undertake a research piece this semester on how students get 
to school with the idea of looking at more sustainable, green solutions.  The student councils have also 
asked to have at least one day a week in the canteen menu for "Meat free Monday", an initiative many 
schools around the World offer, as a way of acting more responsibly and sustainably for key SDGs.  This 
is now being looked into as an idea.  
  
 With the restrictions in place for the campus and visitors we are also looking into a broad, inclusive 
parent/family group to work with the school on social activities, fund raising and to add a critical friend 
voice, called "Friends of Heritage" and we hope to launch this in October.  We know our families are very 
busy, we have over 20 nationalities, but with over 100 new families joined us this academic year, we need 
to look at ideas to develop more wider community in the school.  "Coffee Mornings with the Director" 
seem a long time ago now.  Our 3rd series of the Founders' Lectures is about to commence this September 
with the UK Embassy and the Chevening Scholars returning to speak to students to start the series and 
we have a very interesting and eclectic line up of speakers for this academic year.  They will be online 
again and we will be continuing to invite our local state school colleagues and students to join us and 
participate.  We celebrated the UN's International Literacy day on Wednesday and you can see in this 
IHH the events held to mark this event in the global calendar. 
  
My first Gymnasium assembly on Thursday was a review of some of the global and national events that 
have happened over the summer and it struck me how many significant moments our students are living 
through right now that will be in the future history books.  Making sense of the World was always a tough 
job when I first started out as a history and politics teacher, 27 years ago; it has got harder these past 
two decades. All our students were born in the 21st century and as we approach the 20th anniversary of 
9/11 this weekend, I found myself going through the events of that dreadful day and the terrorist attacks 
on the USA with Lyceum students who had little idea of what it was 
or its influence on how this century has been shaped 
subsequently.  If ever we needed reminding of why our education 
systems need to prepare our young people with the relevent skills 
and knowledge to face the future confidently as the next generation 
of leaders across all fields of society to make the World a better 
place, it is in these abstract learning moments on a warm autumn 
day in the school library on a September morning.  The pandemic is 
not going to stop the learning.

1.    Uniform 

We are delighted to see that most of our students wear the right uniform on a daily basis. Nevertheless, 
there are some exceptions. Please be reminded that all students must wear the Heritage school uniform. 
The black-and-white dress code only applies to Lyceum A Level students, i.e. grade 11. 

                          

2.    Initial tests 

Our students have had a series of initial tests in core Cambridge subjects (English, math and science). 
These are just diagnostic tests that serve as guidance and reference for the subject teachers as to where 
students stand in terms of knowledge and skills in particular subjects at particular levels. Therefore, 
neither students nor parents should worry about these tests’ outcome.   

3.    Cambridge standardized tests 

Throughout the academic year, students will sit for regular Cambridge standardized tests, at all levels, 
especially in English. This is so we prepare them both academically and emotionally for the external 
exams that they will all have to do at some point, such as Checkpoint, IGCSE and finally, AS & A Level. 
It takes time and practice for students to get used to the idea and reality of high-stake tests, and that is 
why we need to expose them to this experience regularly. 



 

 

                          

 4.    IGCSE subject choice 

Please be reminded that students cannot make changes regarding their IGCSE subject choices any time 
they wish and without officially notifying the Cambridge Coordinator or the Academic Director. 
Dropping, adding or changing a subject can only be done after submitting a new IGCSE Subject Choice 
form, signed by the parents/guardians. Students can get a form from office 310. Please note that we will 
not allow any further changes for IGCSE 2 subjects starting with October 1.

Our Lyceum students are very much enjoying their new subjects with some even experiencing the 
privilege of one-to-one lessons. Independent study periods are now being filled with wider reading 
and self-study tasks in preparation for lessons and to prepare for their first round of mock exams in 
January '22. 
Our students will take a staged assessment route meaning they will sit AS-Level exams (worth 50% of 
the final A-Level) in spring/Summer 2020 and will sit their final A-Level exams in 2023 before jetting off 
to universities all over the world! 
 
Once again, our teaching team is increasingly international; ourselves and our students benefit greatly 
from their rich experience and expertise. We are very lucky to have such a qualified and dedicated team. 
 
Beyond lessons 
Our Lyceum students are exploring options for volunteer work within and beyond school with many of 
them having enrolled into schemes already. Some of our students have opted to take part in a buddied 
reading system with Grade 5 and 6 which serves to create relationships across grades, develop leadership 
skills along with many other great advantages for all involved.
