As we entered the month of February in 
school this week, the iconic "Groundhog" day 
in the USA, took on a whole new meaning as 
we approached the one year anniversary of 
the pandemic hitting Moldova. Please take 
some time to read here in the IHH, the UN 
January 2021 report in Covid19 for Moldova. 
To be safely in physical school daily is still a 
blessing I am grateful for daily. When I look 
at the education and learning in the Heritage 
schools I am very proud of the incredible 
professionalism and dedication of all teachers 
and support staff ensuring our model works, children are safe and children are engaged in meaningful 
learning. This week was no exception and as you take a look through the IHH newsletter, you will see 
the work of the staff, the learning of the students and the rich educational opportunities in our 
classrooms, online and outside, daily.  
 
This week, we marked the UN's International Day of Fraternity and our global fraternity is at the very 
heart of being an outward facing, international school.  As we strengthen this through collaborations 
and networks, our formal partnership with COBIS moves onto the final stage of our accreditation as we 
get ready for their compliance online visits later this academic year.  We have benefited enormously 
working with our international partner schools in the Black Sea Schools group of COBIS and next week 
I will be meeting my fellow directors and principals for our regular meetings as we support one another 
in this pandemic.  Our senior leaders in support staff were also involved in the annual COBIS conference 
for them and again, making sure the school is operating at such high international standards in our 
model is crucial for what sets us apart in the region and for our ambition to be one of the best 
international schools in Europe. COBIS also allows for our students to enter their competitions and Mrs 
Liliana has just sent off our poetry entries from our students and it is fingers crossed for all of them. You 
can see the exceptional creativity and writing skills from our students in the latest February edition of 
the Heritage Globe and my thanks to Mr.Chris and all his editorial team for such a rich edition this 
month. This month we celebrated formally, the achievement and progress of students, recognising their 
success by sharing it with their families and with our wider community.  We are proud of all of our 
students and I am pleased we have launched a more formal reward system to support learning and self 
esteem. The names of our first student recipients are in this IHH.  
 
Next week, we have a whole range of learning events for staff and students as part of theEU/Etwinning's 
Safer Internet Day and it was this time last year that we were unwittingly preparing for our new normal 
and model of education with the foresight of our school's innovation and strategy to develop & adapt 
learning constantly. We are also deeply honoured on the 12th February to have Baroness Royall, former 
Leader of the House of Lords in the UK and the principal of Somerville College, University of Oxford. Jan 
is a dear friend and supporter of education from my Forest of Dean days and it is a privilege to have her 
give her time to speak to our students and those from other Moldovan schools as we have invited our 
colleagues in the national education community to share in this very unique Founders' Lecture. There is 
not a day at Heritage where something incredible isn't happening. On Wednesday, thanks to the brilliant 
leadership of our international education coordinator, Mrs Tatiana, our students and school were 
fortunate enough to be involved in the prestigious "Goals Project" and were touring the UN in New York 



 

 

virtually with other schools from around the World and taking part in this unique global education 
conference. I know from my international work and with my British Council role, we are really setting 
the bar high here for what an international school should be in the 2020s.  We have a fantastic school 
community here in Moldova. 
 
It will be the Chinese Lunar New Year next week on the 12th February, and it will be the year of the 
Ox.  We often speak about what "strength" and "resilience" means in education in our schools around 
the World, especially right now. As the "groundhog" weariness of the pandemic sometimes sets in and 
Spring still seems a long way off, there are so many examples of the human spirit that we can draw upon 
as our inspiration and role models.  One of them came from the crisis and my home country last year in 
the form of ex WWII veteran and 100 years old pensioner, Tom Moore.  Tom's heroic and yet personally 
modest example, he gave of raising money for the health service and using his voice and example to give 
people hope from around the World, has been the light, as poet Amanda Gorman spoke of at the 
Capitol on the 20th January, all of us needed to see and become in this pandemic. Captain Sir Tom 
Moore, sadly died this week after a long life, a great innings, and we are privileged to see such role 
models for ourselves and our children to help us all get through and out of this long winter as an 
international education fraternity.

- UN Moldova COVID-19 Monthly Bulletin - January 2021  
● The 30th of January 2021 marked the one year ‘anniversary’ of the WHO declaring the novel 
coronavirus outbreak a Public Health Emergency of International Concern. On 28th January, the 
world surpassed 100 million reported cases;  
● The monthly number of new coronavirus cases dropped sharply in January, which saw a total of 
14,986 new cases. This represents a 60% decrease compared to the number of new cases reported 
during the previous month. Weekly figures, nevertheless, show a more nuanced picture of the 
evolution of the pandemic in the country. For the most part of the month, the growth in coronavirus 
cases continued on the gradual downward trend that started in the middle of December. However, 
last week, saw an uptick in new cases, signaling a potential change in the situation. We cannot 
afford to get tired of Covid! We all need to continue practicing the safe measures inside and outside
