In this tough, 
demanding and unprecedented year of the pandemic on 
their young lives and futures, it was a wonderful moment 
of joy, from School Starter, Grade 1 through to Grade 10, 
to see children being children outside in the snow. The 
team of teachers and support staff again show why they are 
the best team to serve as director as they made sure the 
campus was safe, lessons connected online and arrangements made to keep the school physically and 
online open with students engaged in learning.  The best lesson from these months for me, is the 
dedication of my colleagues to Heritage and students having their learning.  
 
The learning opportunities in school continued to be rich ones this week and as Grade 10 are on the cusp 
of their A Level choices they experienced two talks this week from careers advisors and my former UK A 
Level students from Wyedean. These young people have such wonderful opportunities and lives ahead 
of them and in the bleakness of the pandemic and winter this is the hope for the future, through our 
young people, that drives us all forward. We took a moment to reflect this week as we commemorated 
the Holocaust Remebrance day on the 27th January. I was extremely impressed with the work of Grade 

6 and even managed to get an opportunity to go back to my teacher's 
soul and give a history lesson in the library, not as good a history teacher 
as Mrs Tatiana Magalaes I have to add but a director/principal in 
education should always be able to "walk the walk". My thanks to Mrs 
Nina for just the most imaginative and creative music lessons to mark 
Mozart's birthday and you can see the clips on Heritage Music's twitter 
feed. Mrs Nina and Mrs Inga were stars of a special report by TVR 
Moldova looking at our cross curricula approach for the IPC and 
creativity at Heritage.  Days that are definitely not dull in school and just 
make you very proud.  I am also pleased that we continue our meetings 
with parents and classes, every week, to discuss and resolve issues in 
partnership between school and home and I am very grateful for the 
constructive and supportive approach of our community always.  But in 
these times, even more so.  

 
We finish the end of January, going into Week 20/35 and the start of February, with no cases for Semester 
2. That is remarkable, considering the winter break but it also shows what we can achieve making sure 
we are all working together, respecting what we need to do, to keep our school returned and everyone 
safe.  Our behaviour both inside and outside of school matters and no doubt, we will have future cases 
again, possible classes in isolation, but we can minimise and mitigate.  I shared with UK colleagues, 
where the pandemic is in a much more worrying stage, the recent WHO report about the future impact 
on students across the globe not accessing meaningful education and it underlines the absolute 
importance of our strategy for Heritage.
