Global education:

Our last week of school is the International Education Week. For that, each class has chosen a certain
country to represent and to do activities to explore its culture, traditions, cuisine, literature and art.
Only admiring the classroom doors this week was a total pleasure, speaking about the character of the
country and the class!

Besides this, each class chose to celebrate it in their own way - some dressed up in the style of that
country, others had video conferences with people from their country, as 8B class did with France.
They spoke to a young Moldovan woman who studied and works in an architect's office in Paris, and
her French boyfriend.
