Director’s weekly notes- “The view from a Bristol cabin & a London train”

Rosa Parks and her inspirational story is well known but the
story of Ruby Bridges, undertaking the simple act of walking to school at the height of Segregation in
New Orleans, is one that is not so but it is equally humbling as we put that into the context of our children
coming to school daily in that simple but important act of getting their education. I used Ruby's hero
story to illustrate what Maya Angelou described as: "I think a hero is any person really intent on making
this a better place for all people.". This is what we believe in for all our students at Heritage in the values
we model for a better World. I watched and contributed from the UK, to the classes undertaking the
Microsoft Skypeathon Challenge around the World this week with Mrs Tatiana and the Global
Perspectives classes. It is such an established part of learning in our school and helps develop our key
global citizenship and international mindedness values but it is one we don't take for granted and we
continue to ensure our education beats Covid19. We want the wisdom of our young people to be
anchored in education and learning.

- Mock exams are a crucial step in the preparations for the final examinations. These exams will give
teachers vital information on areas of strengths, weaknesses and misconceptions at an individual level.
Moreover, the results gained during the mock exams will contribute to the final grade for each Cambridge
subject.

Students will receive a mock examination timetable and they will be informed by their subject teachers
as to the equipment required for the exams (for example, utensils needed for maths). After the exams
students will work in their normal classrooms. They will have normal lessons and ALL students should
therefore come equipped with materials for the day, as per timetable.

Please note that the Mock Exams cannot be administered online, and so the physical presence of
each student in school is mandatory. If you fear for your child’s safety in the pandemic circumstances
(and your child is thus on DLP), please let us know and we are going to conduct the exam individually,
so as to avoid any unwanted exposure to school surroundings and students. If your child is ill on the
Mock Examination day, he or she will have to sit for it when he or she feels better.

-Mobile Phones in school - thank you for your support in school and it is noticeable that students are
being much more responsible with their phones and only using when it is permissible. Students are not
allowed to use their mobile phones in the classroom and the halls and without permission during the
lessons. Teachers will confiscate a phone and students will lose this privilege if they use phones
inappropriately.

What to look for? If you are in any doubt, do not allow your child to come to school.
The three main symptoms to watch for are:

1. a high temperature: any new high temperature where your
child feels hot to touch on their chest or back (you do not need to
necessarily measure the temperature)

2. a new continuous cough: coughing a lot for more than an hour,
or three or more coughing episodes in 24 hours

3. a loss of, or change in, sense of smell or taste: a noticeable loss
of smell or taste or thines smell and taste different to normal

If one of the students is tested positive with Covid-19, the whole class will be quarantined for 14
days. Siblings do need to be in isolation as well.

e Use vocabulary that is powerful and evocative. This may be achieved through the use
of metaphor and other literary techniques.

o Demonstrate a unique style that indicates creativity and flair.
