10 weeks of hard work, all were still smiling, full of energy and ready to start another exciting day of 
learning.  It gave me such hope looking at them and pride in 
the incredible hard work all teachers and support staff have 
undertaken to keep our school safely returned and education 
to be at the front of all that we are doing here.

around the World.  My Gymnasium assembly focussed on Global Poverty and what we could do to make 
the World a fairer, more just and more equitable planet and when all the dust settles on Covid we still 
have the problems we face on key issues around poverty, inequalities and climate change. 
 
I know from the last few months and this year, our younger people, the next generation, are more than 
ready to show their leadership and ideas to make the World a better, fairer and more just society.  We 
will have our Open Evening in late November for our new Lyceum to talk to grade 10 and their parents 
about Cambridge International A Levels and the next stage of education to universities and careers.

Last weekend, our teacher Tatiana Popa, the Climate Action Project Ambassador for Moldova, co-
moderated a TedX event for Climate Action Project, organised by the CAP ambassador in Romania, Mrs 
Mirela Tanc. An impressive line-up of speakers presented at the event, such as Fernando Reimers - 
Harvard University professor and environmental curriculum designer, Gina Fernandes, environmental 
activist from UAE and founder of Sustainablebrandz;  Cynthia Doumbia from National Geographic, Cliff 
Cockerham, Climate Ambassador and Director of Curriculum at MEERC, as well as many reputed 
political figures and educators from Romania. The aim of the event was to point out the importance of 
teaching young people about climate change and how to be solutions-oriented regarding this.
