I always think this sums up the journey of Heritage as an international school in its 

short life so far enjoying its 7th year, changing for the better education in Moldova and the wider World. True 

to the mission and vision of our two remarkable Founders, Mrs. Natalia and Mr. Sinan.  

 

My personal thanks to the Board, the hardworking staff, the brilliant students, our wider community and 

especially our Heritage families for their trust and support. Take time to read all the wonderful activities and 

events that made the end of Semester 1 memorable and meaningful days in education. Have a wonderful 

break, time with families and friends. My season greetings to all and here is to a happy and hopeful 2024. I 

look forward to seeing everyone back in January for semester 2.
