a very good opportunity to get outside and play. We have :
been marking a number of key events in the global calendar
in school this month including a number of school events,
linked to the national commemoration of Holocaust
Remembrance Day on the 27th January. I was impressed at
the simple but solemn act of remembrance from classes in the
primary and in the Eminescu Library in school, I listened to our brilliant students present their research
before Mrs. Dorina, our Head of Lyceum, gave a very emotional and powerful first hand account of her
late father's story as a Chisinau Ghetto and Holocaust survivor. It was a privilege to hear the testimony
and the legacy being passed on to a new generation of young people from Moldova and around the
World. As we approach the one year anniversary of another senseless and destructive war, we are also
very privileged to be welcoming Mrs. Shevchenko, the wife of H.E. the Ambassador of Ukraine to
Moldova, to speak as a Founders' Lecture in February to our students and students across Moldova, on
the anniversary of Russia's invasion and war on Ukraine. My dear colleague, David Cole of COBIS sister
school BISU in Kyiv told me this week that they fly the flag of Moldova outside their school as a sign of
appreciation of the support the Heritage community has given them throughout this year. We also mark
and celebrate Black History Month again this February and a huge thanks to Mrs. Johnson for the books
on Black History that she has donated to the school library. The school will be marking Safer Internet
Day led by Mrs. Tatiana and Mrs Adriana, this month and our new school counsellor, Catalina Ceban,

along with head of pastoral, Mrs. Larisa, will be holding a series of events for Children's Mental Health
Week next week. I think there is a secondary Valentine's Disco being planned in all of this by the Student
Council as well.

The national and global debate on education in the 2020s has never been
more urgent and last Saturday Heritage invited school leaders from
across Moldova, as well as policy makers, to take part in a special
education conference at the school to have the much needed dialogue on
a national education debate, by the very educators who are in the
arena. I made the point in my talk to open the conference that the
transformation of change in education can only come through educators.
When I first came to Moldova, 4 years ago, I saw that educators were
B8 one of Moldova's most precious assets. Along with this amazing school,
W working with brilliant teachers was one of the main reasons for coming
here from the UK in 2019. My thanks to Mrs. Inga for her leadership here.
Last weekend, Mrs. Tatiana Popa, and student council member, Sanda
Bostan, were invited by leading journalist, Valentina Ursu, onto her TV
programme "Points of Reflection: to talk about education in Moldova and globally. This week, our Chief
Finance Officer, Mrs. Marina is in London at the annual COBIS conference for Business/Finance and
she is speaking about our school as a showcase example to delegates from international schools from
around the World. Heritage's engagement with the national education community and through its
global education partnerships, is a very important source of agency for education in the country and




something we are very proud of as a school community. This civic and social responsibility is a key part
of our school values and I am proud of the incredible leadership of our Student Council as they continue
to support our linked school charities such as AREAL/FOMS and thank you to all who contributed to the
recent food drive for the animal shelters. Finally, the new Lyceum is on schedule and I know the A Level
students cannot wait to get into their own school. Roll on Spring!
