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Daily drop off in front of School 
A kindly reminder to anyone dropping off, or picking up students or staff, at the front of school: 
- The school has no jurisdiction or authority on the public highway at the front of school.  It belongs to 
the city authorities. 
- Its main purpose is as a bus lane for public transport.  Numerous complaints have been made about 
buses being blocked as cars drop off people without even parking to the side.  
- We are very fortunate to have this road in front of school for drop off and pick up, so all of us need to 
use this in a responsible and courteous way.  
- As only staff, students and visitors with appointments are allowed onto the closed campus during the 
school day, the flow of drop off is very good as people literally need less than a minute for this purpose. 
- The desire to drop off at the very centre, in front of the school gate is understandable, but there is 
always plenty of space in front, along the whole road, and a purpose parking lot at the side of school.  
- School site security, senior leaders, teaching assistants, are on duty at the start and end of the day on 
the outside school campus but they do not have the right to exercise authority on this public road.  We 
need all our community to behave and act responsibly in the interests of safety here.
