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The View from Dacia Boulevard, Director's notes

After a lot of travel around the UK last week, it was balm to my 
educator's heart and soul to be standing on the school gate on these 
beautiful May mornings, greeting our staff, students and families as 
we go through this penultimate week of a long academic year. I was 
extremely proud to fly the flag for Heritage and Moldova in the UK 
and especially at the Global School Alliance's 5th anniversary 
conference in Liverpool as a keynote speaker.  As we come to the end 
of our academic year, it was interesting to speak with fellow school 
leaders from Bueno Aires to Bradford, about the common challenges 
we face in these post-Covid times and how we respond in our 
education communities to the next half of the 2020s.  Adaptability 
seems to be the key but also to make sure we hold onto our core values 
and at Heritage that has seen us through to the end of our 7th year as 
an international school.

In my 
weekly meetings with the Chair of Governors and co-Founder, Mrs.Natalia, we speak a lot about 
how the school has changed, grown, become more complex and how we continue to meet the needs 
and demands of a local and global society that seems to be in constant flux and not always as 
optimistic as we would hope for.  But in these conversations, like the ones I had in Liverpool or 
daily in Chisinau, the future is very paramount to the present as we work with children and young 
people daily.

These final weeks are some of the very best in a school year with events like school visits, 
graduations and sports day juxtaposed against the acute demands of the summer national and 
Cambridge exams. I am really proud of the way our students have responded with the latter and 
there is an academic maturity and sense of where the educational process is leading to amongst 
our students and community, that wasn't always there when I first arrived in Moldova in May 
2019.  Heritage really is coming of age and the challenge for the new academic year as we get 
closer to 'Heritage at 10" is to sustain the international school in Moldova as one of the best in 
Europe. The view from Dacia Boulevard is a very good one. 

Looking at the penultimate IHH newsletter, full of events, photos, education and lots of smiles, 
makes me confident we can get there and we are not too far off.  Enjoy the sunshine and the 
weekend and we are looking forward to celebrating our final week of the academic year next week.

The tradition dates back to 1922, when the first message of peace was spread around the world. Since 
then, the Welsh young people have been doing it every year on the 18th of May.

Today, the Peace and Goodwill Message celebrates the centenary of the Welsh Women’s Peace 
Petition 1923-24, highlighting the need to advocate for peace a hundred years on.

A century ago, on the 19th of February 1924, the Welsh Women's Peace Petition chest was opened 
with its 390, 296 signatures inside in front of 600 US women at the Baltimore Hotel, New York.

The petition was an act of hope for world peace, and its story has inspired the Urdd to encourage a 
group of young women to come together to create this year's Peace and Goodwill Message.

The message emphasizes the importance of taking action and persistently advocating for peace. It 
asserts that atrocities, wars, and violence must be stopped, and that cooperation, passion, and hope 
are the driving forces that can lead the towards a better future.
