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The View from Dacia Boulevard: 
  
I am not sure about everyone else but much as I love the sunshine and 
the warm weather at the end of October, it worries me that we have 
seen a dramatic shift in our climate as records for 
extreme temperatures get broken for 2023. One of our core values at 
Heritage is to educate our students (and wider community) about 
climate change and the individual things we can all do to try to change 
the shift to the planet warming up faster and faster. I am really proud 
of the work of the students of Heritage, led by Mrs. Tatiana Popa and 
this week it was announced that we were awarded Climate Action 
School status from Climate Action education, the only school in 
Moldova. Another one of our core values is our belief in social 
responsibility and I am really pleased to see the leadership of the 
student council and the charitable support of the whole Heritage 
community as we collect food and items for the AREAL/FOMS animal 
shelter, a charity we have supported for 5 years. Students continue to 
impress me with their achievements and this autumn break a team 
from Heritage will be competing in the global final of the World Scholars' Cup at Yale University.  They 
will also have the opportunity to visit Boston, Harvard and MIT and my thanks to parents' support and 
Mrs. Tatiana for giving up the autumn break to take the students to the USA.  
 
Our school's association with the USA is a very strong one and this week we were very pleased to see HE. 
Ambassador Logsdon come and deliver the second Founders' Lecture of series 5 in the Eminescu Library 
to our students and students around Moldova.  Ambassador Logsdon's talk focused again on the hope 
that exists in the World and the role young people had in shaping a better future in Moldova and beyond 
as the 2020s doesn't always feel like an optimistic time to be in. Heritage International School was also 
proud this week to be invited to share the celebrations with HE. Ambassador and Mrs. Aidarbekov on 
the Republic Day of Kazakhstan. On the 30th October, I will be proudly attending the centenary of the 
founding of the Republic of Turkiye and HE. Ambassador Sertel and our colleagues at the 
Turkish Embassy in Chisinau remain a very strong supporter of our school. This week we marked UN 
Day on the 78th anniversary of the founding of the UN and as an international school we align 
fundamentally with the ideals and values of the UN Charter agreed in San Francisco at the end of World 
War 2 and in the words of the current UN Secretary General, in a divided world we need to unite nations 
even more.  
 
The first half of this semester has been a long 8 weeks and some of the most important teaching and 
learning is undertaken at this point of the academic year but students and staff are ready for a break to 
get them ready for the second half of a semester that takes us into winter. We continue to celebrate 
moments in school life around the campus and some of my particular favourites include the annual 
"Conkers Championship" in primary school as well as the beautiful colours of the Golden Autumn and 
the global spookiness of Halloween in school, especially the classroom "trick or treat". Our exam classes 
are feeling the march of time as we go into Week 9 when we return in November and getting through the 
course content, applications for Lyceum or universities, as well preparing for summer exams, are all the 
main focus now. My father used to tell me that nothing of value in this life was ever gained without hard 
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work and I have said the same message to students in IGCSE classes about no automatic entry into 
Lyceum with poor grades and attitudes and for our A-Level students, competing globally for university 
places, the same message applies. I will conclude with a well worn message I have repeated many times 
during my tenure at Heritage, the certainty we need in uncertain times comes from education.  I will add, 
enjoy the autumn sunshine and a walk outside when you can as well to add to this certainty.  
 
Have a well deserved autumn break.  School will be open; I will be getting on with work here and looking 
forward to seeing everyone on Monday 6th November for the second half of semester 1.
