One of the 3am thoughts that goes around my mind, is a point made by a commentator at the
start of this crisis about the very concept of a globalised society being very fragile as a result
of this unprecedented pandemic and what we have all endured and experienced across the
World for 2020 so far. Borders being closed down, schools closed, factories, shops,
restaurants, transport stopped, words and phrases we didn't use a few months ago like "lock-
down", "physical distancing" and "pandemic" crop up in daily conversations. the fascinating,
at times scary debate, around when we should open back up our societies, connect again with
neighbours and the World, are still questions without real answers as scientists grapple for a
vaccine but also the agenda now too as we all return to a strange form of normal with so many
questions left unanswered for the future hopefully to have a resolution. The few first months
of this new decade have challenged us, frightened us and forced us all into a paradigm mind
shift about the World and the certainties we thought we once knew that would see us through
the new decade of the 2020s. There are many purposes to education and for me one of the
central purposes of education is the certainty and hope it gives us in uncertain times,
especially for our young people as our core role as teachers is to help them make sense of
their world through the values passed onto us by our teachers, families and communities. |
read a quote by the 19th century American philosopher, William James, this week that said
"The greatest weapon against stress is our ability to choose one thought over another”.

contexts change and education becomes more complex
as we go into the new decade of the 2020s, the challenge
for international school leaders is accepting uncertainty as
the norm - and the way in which we respond to change is
crucial.

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FAQs

Q1: What can we do from home to support the final week/final day?

Al: Thank you to all parents and families for your ongoing support of the school over the
academic year and especially these weeks on the DLP. We want to celebrate and
commemorate our third academic year with our final week including Founders' Day on the
27th May, International Week and International Day on Friday 29th May, live streamed to
everyone to celebrate our global community and all our nationalities. Any help you can offer,
even photos of the year that has gone by, will be much appreciated.

Q2: | have friends who want to bring their children to Heritage and talk about
enrollment. Who do they contact? Also, if classes are full, how does the waiting list system
for Heritage work?

A2: Following the Virtual Open day on Saturday 16th May, the school has been overwhelmed
with responses from new families and this is a very good sign going forward into the new
academic year. There is a special section on the website for Admissions and the email for the
admissions team is at the bottom of the newsletter.
