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- Last week, eTwinning Europe announced the teachers who won European Quality Labels.
Tatiana Popa received a EQL for her project ‘Heart Heroes' and Adriana Bujag received one
for the project ‘Universe,New Frontiers'. This means that their work, the work of their
students and the school have been recognised at the highest European level.

As a result, they received certificates which we can attach to our website and display in a
prominent position in our school.

-On November 6, our students were part of a global virtual marathon organised by
Microsoft and Skype Classroom, called ‘Microsoft Global Learning Connection’. The aim for
all teachers and students around the world was to travel 17 million virtual miles using
Skype Classroom, Flipgrid or Microsoft Teams. Thus, during one day, Tatiana's students
managed to travel 8000 miles - by having a class connection with a eTwinning partner class
in Bulgaria, Asenovgrad to discuss democracy in schools; a class connection and virtual
field trip of Mankaa Secondary School in Espoo, Finland; and by having a guest speaker
from Irvine, California to discuss Moldova, U.S., political systems, citizenship and diplomatic
protocol.
