Distance learming describes any learning that happens without the students being
physically present in the lesson.
Studies indicate that distance learning can be as effective as the traditional format when the
methods are appropriate to the teaching tasks, there is student-teacher interaction, and the
teachers provide students with appropriate and timely feedback. Distance education, like any
education, establishes a learning group, sometimes called a learning community, which is
composed of students, a teacher, and instructional resources—i.¢., the books, audio, video, and
graphic displays that allow the student to access the content of instruction. Distance leaming
traditionally has focused on nontraditional students, such as full-time workers, military
personnel, and nonresidents or individuals in remote regions who are unable to attend classroom
lectures, However, distance learning has become an established part of the educational world,
with trends pointing to ongoing growth,
